textile design is a process from the raw material into fi mished product. Fiber, yarn and
finishes are the key elements to be considered during the textile desi gn procedure.

Textile designers marry a creative vision of what a finished textile will look like with a deep
understanding of the technical aspects of production and the properties of fiber, yurn, and
dyes. Designs for both woven and printed textiles often begin with a drawing or watercolor
sketch of the finished design. Traditionally, drawings of woven textile patterns were
translated onto special forms of graph paper called point papu~ which were used by the

weavers insetting up theirlooms.
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
